When Highway 2 turns north (right) to Island Lake, Smith and Slave Lake, continue straight west 2.1 km (on Highway 812 and  
Township Road 664) until the road curves to the south (left).

Turn right (north) into the Summer Village of Sunset Beach.  Continue on Willow Drive for 0.9 km until you see a 
gravel road leading uphill (1st Avenue and Range Road242) on your right.  If you go too far, you will see several 
houses on your right. Before then all houses will be on your left.
